Eligibility: Participants must be 18 years of
age or older and members of one of the eleven
Indigenous nations recognized in Québec.
Beginner, aspiring and professional writers are
invited to submit texts.

Length and genre: Works of fiction of any genre
or form (short stories, poetry, folktales, etc.) are
eligible. Maximum length is 2000 words (there is
no minimum). Texts may be written in English,
French or an Indigenous language.

Limit of one submission per person.

Prizes

A $1000 cash prize.

The winning texts will

be published in a trilingual
anthology (French, English, and
Indigenous languages) in fall 2021
from Editions Hannenorak. Eleven
winners (one from each nation)
will be selected.
